Check-in required a minimum of 1 hour to first march at tent area near tournament headquarters.  Tournament committee members will check-in each participating team.  Each team is required to have a club registrar signed roster along with their club’s player medical waiver forms and BirthCertificates.
Rules

1.) Game balls provided be hosting club, SOUTH HILL SOCCER CLUB
2.) The coach and manager are responsible to ensure their sideline is free of garbage and other debris associated with the game.

3.) The Tournament Committee shall be the final authority in all tournament matters.

4.) Matches shall be played in conformity with the rules of WSYSA, USYSA, and FIFA, unless otherwise stated herein.

5.) All teams should have roster forms, including player names, birthdays and jersey 

number, signed and approved by their club registrar.

6.) State or Provincial Select or Developmental teams may only take part at the discretion of the Tournament Committee in the age division assigned by the Tournament Committee.  Such teams may be required to play in a division at least one year older than they normally would.

7.) U11/Dev is limited to roster size of 14; U12-16 is limited to a roster of 18 players. Teams may have NO MORE THAN 5 guest players with proper identification.  No player may participate on more than one team playing in the tournament.  All players must be currently registered with WSYSA (Washington State Youth Soccer Association) or their corresponding state soccer association.

8.) All teams will play a minimum of three matches.  Forfeits 1-0 wins.

9.) Each division shall be limited to no more than sixteen teams.  When possible, divisions shall be divided into equal sized groups, with teams playing matches against every other team in their group.  Groups shall be seeded, and when possible, drawn to avoid placement of teams from the same area in the same group.

10.) A point system shall be employed to determine the order of finish in group play, as follows

· Six points for a win

· One point per goal up to three goals

· One point for a shutout

· Three points shall be awarded for a draw

· When a team forfeits, the opposing team will receive a 1-0 victory, which will give them 7 points:  Six points for win, and 1 point for the goal, but they will not receive a point for shutout.

· The team with the most points in Group Play will be the winner of the group; The rest of the teams shall finished in the order of highest points.

a. If teams are equal in points, then tie-breakers, in order of importance, shall be:

i. Head to Head

ii. Total goals against

iii. The team with fewest losses in group play

iv. The team that post the most shut-outs (holding the opponent scoreless)

v. The team scoring the most goals

vi. Coin Toss or Penalty Kicks

11.) The duration of matches shall be as follows:

Group Play, Semi-Final, Finals and Consolation Matches:

In group Play and Consolation matches, draw shall stand as played, In Semi-Final and Final matches which end in a draw, no extra time will be played; the match is decided by taking kicks from the mark. (standard 5 kickers, then teams alternate new kickers until tie is broken.)

12.) Every team must have two sets of uniforms: dark and light jerseys. When the color of the Team shirts conflict, the team listed first in the schedule must change to an alternate color.

13.) Substitution shall be allowed as follows:

· ANY DEAD BALL, referee may at his/her discretion not allow dead ball substitutions to preserve the integrity of the game

14)  If a player is sent off, that player and his or her coach must report to the Tournaments Judicial Committee 15  minutes of the end of the match.  If the offense is of the serious nature, the Tournament Committee reserves the right to impose a suspension.  If the player is sent off a second time, the Tournament Judicial Committee may suspend the player for the remainder of the tournament. If any player receives three yellow cards during the tournament, he or she will sit out a game suspension, after the game in which the third card was received and that player and his or her coach must report to the Tournament Committee within 30 minutes of the match that the third card was issued.

15) All appeals of misconduct reports shall be made in writing and the game referee must be notified before he or she leaves the field.  The appeal must be submitted to the tournament field headquarters no more than 30 minutes after the completion of the match.  The appeal must detail the errors which the referee may have committed, and include any other mitigating circumstances and third party testimony that should be considered. Appeals will be settled by the Tournament Judicial Committee.

16) All games are FINAL. No protests are accepted; Decision on the field is final.  Coaches are held strictly accountable for the conduct or their teams, parents and supporters.  Abusive behavior toward the referee, opponents or tournament staff will not be tolerated and is ground for immediate suspension of team, coach and/or person(s) responsible from tournament.  Such misconduct and breaches of sportsmanship shall be turned over to the Tournament judicial Committee for an immediate hearing.

17) Neither the Tournament Committee, nor Heritage Recreational Center is responsible for games cancelled because of unplayable fields. Such cancellations are for the safety of the players and referees, and no liability will be assumed.

18) WSYSA now allows covered casts, up to descretion of tournament host and referees.

19)  NO ANIMALS are allowed at Heritage Recreational Center.
